Cost of attendance 
Out-of-State tuition is $426 per credit hour for out-of-state students; in-state tuition is $204 per credit hour.  
Missouri State has an Out-of-State Fee Waiver program for residents of other states, including Arkansas.  
Transfer students with at least 24 transferable credit hours (post-high school) who have at least a 3.25 GPA 
in their college coursework are eligible for automatic in-state tuition rates.  
 
Scholarships  
Many transfer scholarships are available for incoming transfer students.  

 
Transfer Academic Scholarship.  
This is an automatic scholarship for students who have completed at least 42 transferable credit hours 
and have at least a 3.5 GPA. Summer and Fall admission applicants must apply by March 1st and Spring 
applicants must apply by October 1st.
